European Network for Accreditation of Engineering Education ENAEE,

Kazakhstan Society of Engineering Education KazSEE

European Network for Accreditation of Engineering Education (ENAEE), Russian
Association of Engineering Education (RAEE) and Kazakhstan Society of Engineering
Education (KazSEE) with a view of Bologna process dissemination on the territory of
Kazakhstan, attaching great importance to upgrading of specialists training in the
sphere of technology in Kazakstan, recognizing great necessity of collaboration in
mtegratlon of Kazakhstani engineering education into the European educational
space, agreed as follows.

Article 1
The parties agreed to:

® effect cooperation in skilled workers with higher education, specialized in
technology training in Kazakstan;

“ ENAEE and RAEE expeits participation in'the accreditation of educational
programs conducted by KazSEE Accreditation center;

# conducting of joint seminars, «panel discussions», conferences and other events
on topical problems of the development of engineering education and
engineering activity. = :




Within the frames of the present memorandum the Parties assume the following
obligations.

Article 3

European Network for Accreditation of Engineering Education (ENAEE):

# recommend specialists for participation in events conducted by KazSEE with a
view of development of social-professional accreditation of educational programs
in the area oftechnology;

% render assistance in experts training for KazSEE for accreditation of educational
programs in the area of technology;

Articled

The Parties will define persons chargeable for fulfillment of conditions of the present
memorandum.

Article 5

In the context of the present memorandum the parties can sign separate contracts,
protocols and memorandums on the issues not regulated in the present memorandum.

Article 6

As required, changes and additions to the present memorandum can be inserted by
the Parties in writing.

Article 7

The sides are obliged not to divulge confidential information which is known during
the joint activity, except for cases set by active legislation.

Article 8

The present memorandum is term less and is effective from the moment of its
signing. The memorandum does not foresee financial commitment of the parties

Any side can contract out the present memorandum by informing the other sides in
writing no less than three months before the supposed secession.

Accomplished in Ust-Kamenogorsk in December, 10, 2009 in triplicate, equally
authoritative.
